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New in February
· Radiology Images from Unity Health System are available through the RHIO’s health information exchange.  Unity is the eighth provider of regional radiology images, as well as transcribed reports.  Unity joins Borg & Ide Imaging, Clifton Springs Hospital and Clinic, Lakeside Health System, Rochester Diagnostic Imaging, Rochester General Health System, Rochester Radiology, and Thompson Health.

· The RHIO’s Minor Consent Pilot will expand in March to include additional practices and authorized users.  Participants in the RHIO Minor Consent Pilot project will be asked to complete a brief survey to collect feedback about the proposed Minor Consent process.

· Rochester RHIO will expand services offered to regional physicians in 2010 with the addition of electronic lab ordering.  Through their single RHIO interface, physicians will be able to use their EHR to order labs from most regional labs. 
Community Care Summary
Rochester RHIO users can view information provided by human service agencies serving senior patients. 

VHR users access this information by clicking on the “Community Care Summary” Button, found on the Patient Info Summary tab.

The community care summary is especially valuable as patients transition from the hospital to home, or between a rehabilitation facility and nursing home. It indicates a patient’s home support status, insurance information, psychological/social issues, emergency contacts, services they currently receive such as meal supplements or equipment deliveries, medication monitoring information, and more.

Data from 50 area eldercare agencies will be included in the community health information exchange over the next few months.
 
Nearly 25,000 seniors in the Greater Rochester area rely on care management programs and/or human services organizations for living assistance, home health support, nutrition and more. Fifty health and service agencies that care for seniors are connected to PeerPlace. PeerPlace is a national human services software company, headquartered in Rochester, which provides tools to track patient health status and services. The software allows different agencies to see a more complete picture of each client’s status, and to better coordinate care. Now, the doctors who treat senior patients will benefit from having the same information.

· 2440 authorized users, including 742 physicians, include the RHIO’s health information exchange in their health care toolkit.
· In February, 150,000 lab, radiology and transcribed reports were delivered directly to 329 physicians, from the data providers directly into physicians’ EHRs.
