· LPCCN: implemented an electronic Pre-Hospital Care Record system in EMS providers in three counties

Elysium EHR

The RHIO completed a system upgrade in June 2010, which added new functionality for RHIO users.  The EMR lite product “grew” into a CCHIT certified product, the Elysium EHR.  

The Elysium EHR is a low-cost, fully interoperable EHR, designed to support a paperless workflow of patient information within most practices.  Key features include:  clinical messaging, ePrescribing, workflow management, clinical decision support, e-Signature, lab trending, immunization registry, advance directives, document management tools and patient summaries.
