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Important Updates
· ED Landing Page (pilot) – Emergency Department clinicians will soon have a new feature to make VHR access to ED patients fast.  This customized view displays all patients registered for ED services at any moment, minimizing the need to search for the patient.

· Care Subscription (pilot) – VHR users at connected practices will soon be able to subscribe to specific patients for results and clinical report delivery directly into their EHR, from any data provider in the 10 county region.

· The RHIO’s health information exchange has added the following NEW data sources:
· UltraMobile Imaging is now providing radiology reports.
· Noyes Memorial Hospital is now providing transcribed reports.
· Sequest has joined the growing list of EHR vendors providing RHIO connectivity for their customers.  Also live with eResults Delivery:  Allscripts Professional, eClinical Works, Greenway, HST, Medent, Sage, SequelMed and STI Chartmaker.  McKesson and NextGen will be connected by the end of August.  Two additional EHR vendors began interface work with the RHIO in July: eMDs and Amazing Charts.

Minor Consent Update
For the past several months the RHIO has been conducting a pilot Minor Consent initiative, to demonstrate to NYS a HIPAA compliant process for minor consent for physician access to sensitive patient health information on the health information exchange.  Physician offices likely to provide healthcare for “minor consented” services have been provided with specific consent forms, patient Q&A’s and consultation with the RHIO’s Privacy Officer to operationalize this pilot project. The Virtual Health Record (VHR) Top 5
Based on surveys and usage patterns among thousands of area users, here are the five most popular features of the RHIO’s VHR (patient centric view of community level health information):

1. Viewing reports, especially discharge summaries
2. Comparing results (cumulative view feature)
3. Accessing radiology images
4. Checking medication history
5. Confirming patient demographic information

Did you know that VHR users can also find patient Senior Care Summaries on the VHR?  This “button” will display on the Patient Summary whenever there is a report available from county social services/office of the aging.  Monroe County data is currently available on the VHR, with the RHIO’s 9 additional counties to follow in the coming months.
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
